Medicines policy

Children are sometimes well enough to attend nursery but are still on a prescribed course of medication or may need a non prescribed medication.

We therefore aim to administer medications if full parental consent and guidance on dose/application is received.
Procedure

The following procedures must be followed with any prescribed or non prescribed medication

ALL MEDICATION

· Should be clearly labelled with the child’s name and date

· Expiry date checked

· Medication should be stored in the medicine boxes in the kitchen 
· Check with parent/guardian that child has previously had specified medication without a reaction.
· All doses to be witnessed and recorded appropriately.
· Staff to complete all sections of child’s personal medical record as medicine received and administered.

Non prescribed

· On admission to nursery all parents must sign consent form stipulating preferences of medical consent.
· Non prescription medications must not exceed the maximum amount detailed on the instructions

Prescribed

· Prescribed medicines must be signed in and out of the building every day
