Something to try at the weekend….





Home made play dough


4 cups flour


1 Cup Salt


1/2 Cup warm water added until dough mixes to a solid ball 


Make together with your child and then explore the different things you can make together. Exploring the texture and predicting what is going to happen to the substance, whilst you are making it, is a major benefit of the experience. Try adding food colouring or dry rice for additional play value.


Bake models slowly in a low oven and then paint.
