None of you will have failed to notice the recent media attention paid to ensuring children eat healthily, promoted by celebrity chef Jamie Oliver. We have always tried to ensure that children eat a healthy balanced diet with all our recipes made from scratch. We use olive oil in cooking and little or no salt. Each day children are offered at least two portions of fresh fruit and vegetables which is something the government is now starting to introduce into schools.
We thought you’d like a copy of our latest recipe which has proved very popular.
Lentil and vegetable bake with cheesy mash 
1/2 pack split red lentils           Olive oil         2 Diced Onions         4 carrots diced      1 pack casserole veg
1 tin baked beans            1 tin  tomato liquidised             Mixed herbs           1 pint  vegetable stock 
Cook/prepare lentils as per instructions following carefully, as need soaking/ pre-cooking washing thoroughly .Chop carrots onions and casserole mix and gently fry in olive oil. Mix all ingredients in a casserole dish and cook in oven at 180 degrees for 25 minutes, stir halfway . Make cheesy mash to taste, use food processor  to smooth out lumps in mash.
